These systems - like
those to follow - are carefully tailored to fit around each
area’s individual IT legacy systems so Project Libra will
ultimately offer a coherent and comprehensive desktop
working environment for employees to use wherever
they are located.

Each court will be able to access information held on
a remote server. The core services provided by this
facility will include case preparation, the scheduling of
court hearings and their results, licensing, fine accounting
and enforcement, office automation - including e-mail
facilities for all staff - and interfaces for the receipt and
dispatch of information with other agencies.

The tool, which will record and manage this documentation
is Meridio.

“We needed to be able to manage an extensive library
of common documents”, explains Doug Stuckey, Director
of Public Sector at Unisys. “Other tools only offered
‘second generation” document management functionality,
but we needed a product which would offer significant
support on the document creation side as well as at
the browser and user end.”
